MINUTES OF THE SECOND MEETING OF TRIPURA URBAN PLANNING
AND DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY (TUDA) CHAIRED BY THE HON’BLE
CHIEF MINISTER, TRIPURA HELD ON 26 -06- 2019 AT 4-30 PM AT
CONFERENCE HALL NO.1, CIVIL SECRETERIAT,AGARTALA

The Second Meeting of the Tripura Urban Planning and Development
Authority (TUDA) was held on 26-06-2019 at 4.30 PM in the Secretariat

Conference Hall No. 1. The meeting was chaired by the Hon’ble Chief Minister,
Tripura. List of participants is at Annexure - A,

Minutes of the meeting are as follows:

The Commissioner TUDA initiated discussion by way of brief Power
Point Presentation regarding finalization of the limits of proposed Planning

Areas surrounding all the 20 ULBs and regarding development of three new
townships in Agartala. -

1. Three number of new townships as mentioned below

has been approved by
the Hon’ble Chairman TUDA ( Hon'ble Chief Minister)

() New Township on Vivekananda market site, near Kaman Chowmuni,
Agartala

(i) New Township on UD Dept Land behind Bahagatsingh Hostel, Kunjavan,
Agartala

(iij New Township at government land behind Fernanado Rehabilitation

Center (Old Pineapple Garden) near Dos Bosco School, Nandan Nagar, Mauza
Indranagar, Agartala

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2. It has been decided that the three new Township Sites and outer limits of
the Planning Areas surrounding the present ULBs will be forwarded to the

State Government for approval for Notification as per the section 52 of Tripura
Urban planning and development Act 2018.

3. Commissioner TUDA informed that total 195 Gram Panchayats partly or
fully will be included in the Planning Areas surrounding 20 Urban Local Bodies
within 3 Km of AMC, 2 Km of Municipal Councils and 1 Km of Nagar
Panchayats. However taking into consideration the geographical landmarks &
administrative boundaries of Gram Panchayats excluding the forest and ADC

areas etc Planning Areas have been delineated by the Designated Planning
Agency of TUDA.

4. Commissioner TUDA informed that as of now the present Municipal Area of
20 ULBs in Tripura is 209.88 km. However the proposed Planning Areas after
delineation of planning Area Boundaries will be 713.56 Sq Km.

5. The Sp Secretary UDD informed that after the publication of notification of
outer boundaries of Planning Areas, claims and objections from the local public
of that area will be obtained within the statutory period of 30 days and the
planning Areas may be modified after disposal of claims and objections. He also
informed that there will be no any impact or effect on the day to day
functioning of the Gram Panchayats after notification of Planning Areas. The
Notification will not be applicable within habitation limits of the village. The
Planning will be done outside the habitation areas of the village.

6. The Secretary RD (Panchayat) Department informed that the RD (Panchayat)
Department does not have any objection for notification of boundaries of the
Planning Areas. However she informed that the habitation areas (Gaothan/Lal
Dora) should not be disturbed without the consent of Gram Panchayats.

7. 1t has been decided that the Planning Areas will be notified by TUDA after
~approval of the State Government and claims and objections will be received

within 30 days and necessary modifications may be carried out by TUDA after
the disposal of claims and objections.

8. While constructing the said three new townships, all the safety measures,
disaster safeguards, fire safety measures, earth-quake resilient constructions,
sufficient lifts (clevators) with power back ups, at least two staircases, proper
LED lighting, drinking water arrangement, Sewage/septage management
arrangement, roads, CCTV, security gates, some commercial areas for

shopping, conference hall/town hall, sufficient parking place etc. will be taken
into consideration by TUDA.

9. TUDA will offer LIG/MIG/HIG flats of different dimensions to the customers
at reasonable price.

10. It has been decided that due to lack of availability of sufficient funds for
hiring Project Management Consultant (PMC) at this point of time, TUDA
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Engineering Cell (UD Engineering Wing) will prepare PrCli’}"i’}“ry Drawings,
Designs and Preliminary Estimates/DPR of all three sites within two .mcfnths
time span. Based on these preliminary Drawings, Designs and Prclm'"unar);
Estimates/DPR, Request for Proposal (RFP) will be floated for fsc]cctlof’l 0
Agency for design & construction of all the three townships on Design, Built &
Transfer (DBT) basis so that the construction of townships may be started by
November-December 2019.

11. The Commissioner TUDA informed that necessary NOC from AMC as per
the section 52 of the Tripura Urban Planning and Development Act 2018, I'.las
been obtained for development of these Townships, as all these three townships
are within AMC area. Also the Principal Secretary, Revenue informed that
necessary permission for allotment of 5.80 acre land at Nandananagar (Old
Pine Apple garden), Indra Nagar Mauza to TUDA is under approval stage.

12. Dean, Planning & Development, NIT Agartala mentioned that proposed
scheme would be able to bring interest from locals and proper advertisement
need to be planned accordingly. Utilities like space for Washing machine etc.
may also be incorporated.

13. Sp. Secretary UDD informed that as the TUDA is a body corporate under
section 17(ii) of the Tripura Urban Planning and Development Act 2018, TUDA
has the right to dispose of its properties and assets by way of sale on freehold
basis to customers.

14. It has been decided that TUDA will make payment of land premium to the
State Government/AMC in due course of time as per the prevailing rates
Government rates of the land at the time of the floating of the Township
Scheme.

15. The Chief Secretary suggested that TUDA should seek the feasibility of
payvment of premium for these three vacant government lands to the State
Government on the basis of prevailing market rates at the time of floating the
Township Scheme. It has been decided that the proposal will be examined by
TUDA in the light of the feasibility of expected income from this project.

16. the Chief Secretary also proposed to involve Government Employees as
potential customers to revise the floor plan of {lats slightly by reorientation of
location of toilet, to include puja ghar and servant quarter in HIG flats in the
proposed floor plan. Chief Secretary also suggested to float the Township
Scheme at right time considering local preferences and cultural aspects of
Tripura. Also the Chief Secretary proposed that in case of cancellation of the
project by TUDA, the amount may be returned back to the customers with
interest. Also the Chief Secretary suggested thal the second and third
installment from the customers may be made 30 % each instead of 25 % to
have more cash flow with TUDA. All these suggestion have been considered
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
